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SUMMARY

It is of great importance as well as of great use for peace researchers
to investigate the status quo, the nature and characteristics of what is
called ‘peace research’. This paper is an attempt at a descriptive survey
of the character of peace research. We were not able to cover the whole
research area of the young discipline, butrestricted ourselves mainly

to researches on the military problems and to the mehtods of peace
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research.

For our investigation, we chose as our data base the Peace Research
Abstracts Journal (PRAJ) Vol. 12,1975, which is issued by the Canadian
Peace Research Institute. Like other abstracting journals, our data base
contains not only abstracts of a paper or a book, but also such bibliogra-
phic matters as author(s), year of publication, classification code and so
on. In PRA], subject matters (called primary subjects) of peace research
are classified into ten main divisions called SECTIONS, and each main
division (SECTION) is classified further into many subdivisions. As was
mentioned above, each abstract is assigned its classification code, that is
a code for its primary subject in subdivision. In addition, each abstract is
usually assigned a subdivision code (or codes) for a subject (or subject)
with which the content of the abstract is closely connected. Such a subj-
ect will be referred to as a related subject in contradistinction to a
primary subject. The two notions of primary and related subjects

played a very important role in our research.

In the classification system of PRAJ, military problems are allotted
two sections, SECTION I THE MILITARY SITUATION and SECTION
II LIMITATION OF ARMS. As is shown in Table 1 and Table 2, PRAJ
(1975) contains 455 abstracts belonging to SECTION I, and 146 abstracts
belonging to SECTION II. More than 90 per cent of the originals of
these abstracts are published in the 70’s. Therefore it may be said that
our data is of recent 6rigin.

As for the researches on the military situation (SECTION I), the

frequency of primary subjects in Table 1 shows that there are two main
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fields of research. One is concerned with the global military situation
where the two nuclear super powers play central roles. ‘Strategy-Gene-
ral’, 'Nuclear Weapons’, ‘Air Power’, ‘Bases, Submarines and Naval
Power’, ‘Arms Race’. The other is concerned with local or international
military conflicts. (such as ‘Civil War and Revolution’, ‘Guerrilla War-
fare’). The two fields correspond to the two crucial aspects of the milit-
ary situation in the early seventies. (Consider the arms race between US
and USSR, and the Vietnam War). Such a faithful reflection can be
said to be one of the chief characteristics of present peace research.

As for research on the limitation of arms, Table 2 clearly shows
that it is centered upon matters concerning nuclear weapons (or nuclear

weapon systems).

Table 4 and Table 5 show the media of publication of researches on
the military situation and the limitation of arms, respectively. One inter-
esting thing is that, journals that are not purely academic, such as New
Repulic, The Observer, Scientific American, and so on, are very important

media of publication and communication for researches on these SECTI-

ONs.

Methodological matters in peace research are classified as twenty
subdivisions in the SECTION X METHODS AND MISCELLANEOUS.
PRAJ (1975) contains 250 abstracts belonging to 14 primary subject
subdivisions as is given in Table 3. More than 80 per cent of the
originals of these abstracts were published in 70’s.

From Table 3, we may conclude that psychological methods such as

‘Psychological testing of Individusl Scales’, ‘Motivation Research’, and
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mathematical methods such as ‘Game Theory’, ‘Simulation Studies’ are
the two main methods used in peace research. An examination of the

media of publication (given in Table 6) obviously confirms our conclusion.

In PRAJ, an abstract is assigned about six (codes in subdivision for)
related subjects on the average. By means of these related subjects, we
can show to what degree one subject (whether in main division or in
subdivision) is related to other subjects. Table 7 and Table 8 are cross
tabulations which show to what subjects and to what degree the military
problems are related. The military situation is most closely related to
the main division ‘Decision Making and Communication’ (SECTION IX),
and of subdivisions of SECTION IX, the military situation is in the most
close connection with the subdivision ‘Role of “military-industrial com-
plex” in National Decisions’. Other subdivision subjects closely related to
the mititary situation are ‘USA’ (in SECTION VI) ‘USSR and US’ (in
SECTION VID), ‘Economics of Disarmament and Defense’, ‘Influence of
Other Nations on National Decisions’,(in SECTION IX), ‘Historical’,'Pre-
diction’ (in SECTION X). The close connection of these subjects with
the military situation evidently confirms the existence of the first field of
research we showed above in 1. As for methodology, research on the
military situation is most closely associated with the ‘predictive’ appro-
ach. It may perhaps be worth adding that in peace research the military
situation is least associated with the problem of ‘International Institution
and Regional Alliances’ (SECTION V).

The limitation of arms is far more closely associated with the milit-

ary situation than with any other main division. In other words, research
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on limitation of arms depends very heavily upon the military situation.
Research on the military situation does not depen much upon those on
the limitation of arms. Subdivisions most closely associated with the
limitation of arms are ‘Nuclear Weapons’, ‘The Arms Race’, ‘Strategy-
General’ (in SECTION D), ‘Conflict Resolution-by Negotiation’, (in
SECTION III), ‘USSR and U. S.” (in SECTION VII), ‘Treaties’ (in
SECTION VIII). It can be said that, in peace research, the broblem of the
limitation of arms is considered in terms of the two nuclear superpowers

and their diplomatic activities.

As we have shown, researches on the military problem, we are
afraid, tend at present at least, to follow the actual international politics
rather than to predict a peaceful future world order. In concluding our
interim report, we cannot say that we have shed many new lights on
peace research. However, we hope that our findings are of some value in
that they confirm on the basis of objective data what peace researchers

intuitively know but have seldom if ever attempted to show objectively.
