(Summary)

In the present paper we treat mainly the famous problem of the “Tough” construction
from the point of the topological view of syntax. There are also treated some
constructions analogous in form to the “Tough®——such as “eager to V”,“good to drink”,
and “pretty to look at”.

These constructions are all complicated in their original semantic clause
structure, and have got simplified look at the surface as the result of folding two
partial or whole structures into one, except the last ("Pretty”) construction. The

results and processes of their derivation are shown and explained in figures.
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
