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Infinitive Construction in New Testament Greek
Akihiko Chikamatsu

The aim of this paper is a syntactic description of the Inf.Construction in
New Testament Greek, including the so-called Acc.c.Inf. Many traditional
grapmarians have confused the subject of the Inf. with the object of the main
verb in the Acc.c.Inf.Construction. Therefore I will attempt to clarify the
syntactic functions of an accusative phrase in Acc.c.Inf. distinctively in this
paper.

The syntactic distributions of the collected 24 I1(nf.)T(aking)V(erb)s are
described first, and they are classified into 7 lexical classes, which

correspond to these types of construction: poi €o:-type, dok éo:-type,

anagk Azo:-type, paraggéllo:-type, bo1lomai-type, parakaléo:-type,

epitr é po:-type, and tolmao:-type.

0f these constructions, those with the syntactic feature [+c.A.](i.e. poiéo:-
tyipe, anagk&zo:-type, parakal éo:-type) can be considered to have an
accusative phrase of the Acc.c.Inf. as an object of the main verb. Then an
accusative phrase which is not an object of the main verb(i.e. Subj.of Inf.)
can co-occur with the Inf. in other types of constructions.

Thus the Inf.Constructions in N.T.Gr. are described explicitly with respect to
the syntactic function of an accusative phrase of the Acc.c.Inf. and the

boundary between the Inf.complement and main sentence 1in this paper.
