The Sustainable Development Goals (SDGSs) is an international agreement adopted by the United Nations in
2015. It consists of 17 goals that comprehensively deal with environmental, social and economic issues.
Everyone from either developed or developing countries including governments, companies and individuals
work together to achieve a sustainable world without leaving anyone behind by 2030.

This report provides some of the findings from an online survey on Global Issues for All conducted with
Hiroshima University Students. The survey has two parts, 1) consumers' preference on corporations’
contribution to achiving SDGs, and 2) public awarenesss of SDGs. This report discusses some initial results
of awareness survey.

This study is a joint research project with the International Development Center of Japan, which was
conducted with the support of the "Hiroshima University Women's Researcher Joint Research Grant
Program". This project is recoginized as an activity of Network for Education and Research on Peace and
Sustainability (NERPS).

Finally, we want to thank all those who responded to the questionnaire, all administrative and faculty
members who supported this research.

We asked which of 17 SDGs respondents are interested in, in which they have already taken action as an
individual, and in which they want to put efforts into achieving. For the SDGs respondents interested in,
Goal 4 “Quality Education” was the highest followed by Goal 1 “No poverty,” and Goal 16 “Peace, Justice,
Strong Institutions.” However, for the SDGs in which they have already taken action, Goal 5 “Gender
Equality,” Goal 12 “Responsible Consumption and Production,” and Goal 4 “Quality Education” were the
most popular ones. For the SDGs in which they want to contribute more, Goal 4 “Quality Education,” Goal 5
“Gender Equality” and Goal 16 “Peace, Justice, Strong Institution” were ranked highest. The highest number
of respondents chose Goal 1 “No Poverty” as the SDG they are interested in and want to contribute to.
However, fewer respondents have already taken action towards achieveing Goal 1. The same trend can be
observed for other goals, such as Goal 16. It is interesting to note that regarding gender equality many
respondents felt that they have already taken action towards achiving that goal comparing with other goals,
which go against the trend.
