Seiji IMAHORI's Study of Chinese History and the Movement
Against Nuclear Weapons: Focusing on the Period Around 1945

MIZUHA Nobuo

Seiji IMAHORI was born in Osaka in 1914, started at the Hiroshima
Higher Normal School in 1932, and graduated from the Hiroshima
University of Literature and Science in 1939. From 1939 to 1941, he stayed
in Beijing as a foreign student, sent by Japan's Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
Later, he became a part-time lecturer at Peking Normal University, where
he continued his research on China's feudal social system. In 1943, he
became a lecturer at the Hiroshima University of Literature and Science,
and in 1951, became a professor at the Hiroshima University.

The period of analysis in this study is from the 1930s to the 1950s. The
analysis elucidates the following three points concerning IMAHORI's
thoughts and actions. (1) The characteristics of IMAHORI's research on
Chinese history, (2) the characteristics of IMAHORI's campaign against
nuclear weapons, and (3) the purpose of establishing the school of
integrated arts and sciences at Hiroshima University. Through the
analysis of these three points, the role of Chinese historical research in the
anti-nuclear peace movement and the possibility of academic activities in

a local city are discussed.

A Study of New Year's Rituals and Lantern Festival in
Rural China

"Tongwei(GE{E)" is the name of a county in the eastern mountainous
region of what is now Dingxi City in Gansu Province, China.

At the time of the first survey in 2002, we conducted a survey of skin
shadow play mainly in the two districts of Jichuan and Biyu, where
electricity had not been available for less than three years. However, this
is the reason why many traditional events such as skin shadow plays have
been preserved, especially during the village's annual event "Shah fire"
which lasts for two weeks from the first day of the Chinese New Year to
the first night of the New Year on the 15th._

The purpose of the February 2008 survey was also to investigate
traditional New Year's events, including shadow puppet plays, but
especially the central event of the company fire(t1::k). It is a traditional
event in Chinese folklore in which various plays are performed to welcome
the gods of the village on days such as the Chinese New Year. In this year's
Waning, the New Year's fire was still held according to the traditional
method. The characteristic features of this event are that it is held at night,
the wearing of animal masks and the sound of torches and whips are used
to ward off evil, and a ceremony is held to worship the gods of the land.

This paper is a part of the results of research conducted with the main
goal of comparing the traditional events of Tongwei County, Gansu
Province, with the customs found in Dunhuang literature, which is the
author's main research area. As a result, although it was not easy to
compare the customs and manners of Dunhuang, which are separated by
1,000 years, I think I was able to touch a part of the flow of inheritance of
Chinese traditional events.
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Monk Yingzhi’s Editorial Policy of
Wushan Lianruo Xinxue Beiyong, Volume IT

Wushan Lianruo Xinxue Beiyong is a book edited by Chan Monk
Yingzhi during the Southern Tang Dynasty (mid -10th century). As can be
seen from the title “xinxue beivong HiZ:H (provision for new learners)”
and from the sentence “ZE#KFINFE T (desire to train disciples)” in
Volume I, Yingzhi intended to provide beginner students with the
knowledge they should have. This paper primarily focuses on the
epistolary models used in Volume II. It also discusses the methods he used
and the manner in which he organized his knowledge and experience, and
then utilized them to achieve his aim by comparing them with the
Dunhuang Shuyi 2% (manuals for etiquettes in epistolary writing).

While referring to previous theories by virtuous priests like Huiyuan £
3% and Daoxuan jEE, Yingzhi also added new perspectives in line with
the trends of the times. Rather than providing a scholarly commentary, his
intention was to provide model sentences for letter-writing in an easily
understandable manner with a minimum of knowledge that should be
acquired. In particular, it does not require an in-depth knowledge of the
etiquette of letter writing, but covers examples of writing for a variety of
possible situations. Some of the epistolary forms come from the latest
updates, and they reflect the interaction between officials and monks. It is
a neat and tidy arrangement of traditional Chinese thoughts, Buddhist
etiquettes, and current customs in a way that meets the needs of the times
while avoiding confusion with the secular manners. Wushan Lianruo
Xinxue Beilyong has had a significant and long-lasting impact on the

Buddhist monastic societies in Joseon dynasty as well as in China.
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A Contemporaneous Study on the Inner Mongolian Nationalist
Movement: Focusing on Pacific Affairs in the 1930s

On April 23, 1934, the Mongol Local Autonomy Political Affairs
Committee was officially established in the western region of Inner
Mongolia. It was a short-lived government that collapsed within less than
two years after its establishment. It symbolized the pinnacle of the modern
Inner Mongolian nationalist movement. However, at the time, it was
regarded as an Inner Mongolian issue by China, Japan, and the
international community.

This study analyzes various published essays in Pacific Aftairs on the
Inner Mongolian issue in the 1930s. Pacific Aftairs has been academically
pursuing a wide range of political, economic, and social developments in
the Asia-Pacific region since its first issue in 1926.

This paper analyzes the various theories on the Inner Mongolian issue
in the 1930s in the Pacific Aftairs. It also clarifies how the international
community of the same period considered the development of the Inner
Mongolian nationalist movement in the 1930s, which has been mostly
studied from the perspectives of China or Japan, and elucidates the

historical significance of such contemporaneous considerations.
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The Development of China's Diplomacy with Egypt:
Focusing on the Propaganda in the People's Daily

This paper examines the propaganda coverage of Egypt in China,
focusing on the 1950s and 1960s. Originally, Egypt had friendly relations
with the Nationalist Government at Nanjing, establishing a consulate
there in 1934 and diplomatic relations with it in 1948, which continued
even after the National Government shifted to Taiwan. However, in June
1956, Egypt broke off relations with Taiwan and established diplomatic
relations with China.

The establishment of diplomatic relations with Egypt provided an
important opportunity to establish diplomatic ties with countries in Africa
and the Middle East. Since then, several countries, especially in the Third
World, have established diplomatic relations with China.

In this sense, the establishment of diplomatic relations with Egypt has
a groundbreaking significance for China; however, it has not been
sufficiently examined in previous studies. Therefore, this study delved
into the details of the Chinese government's coverage of Egypt, mainly
using People’s Daily, the official newspaper of the Chinese Communist
Party.
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
